Clean the sensor with a soft, dry microfiber cloth.

Filter Installation

1.0Open the front and rear covers of the device and remove the filter cartridge.
2.Remove the protective packaging from the new filter cartridge. Ensure the pre-filter
layer faces outward.

Important Notes:
Always remove the protective packaging before first use.
Avoid moisture: Never wet the filter cartridge.

Filter Replacement

need to replace the filter

Steps:

1. Open the front/rear covers and remove the old filter cartridge.

2.Install the new filter cartridge (ensure the pre-filter layer faces outward).
3.Secure the covers from bottom to top.

4.Reset the filter timer: Press and hold the Light button for 3+ seconds until the
indicator turns off.

Note:
Reset the timer even if replacing the filter prematurely.
